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Editos

“Despite a year that was uncon-
ducive to donating, presiden-
tial elections notwithstanding, 
Sidaction 2007 was able to raise 
over 6 million euros. Because of the 
renewed generosity of contribu-
tors and our partners in the media, 
we strengthened and maintained 
our programs in France as well as 
abroad. Sadly, these resources are 
like the tree that hides the forest.For 
Sidaction to keep its activities alive, 
and take action where the needs 
are the most critical, we must raise 
three times this amount in dona-
tions over the course of the entire 
year. This is how we will support 
research and community organiza-
tions, raise awareness, help people 
living with HIV and prevent those 
who don’t have it from getting the 
virus. For the first time we were able 
to streamline funding procedures 
so that community organizations 
were able to benefit sooner.

But if 2007 was a good year for our 
international and national commu-
nity and research programs it was 
a bad one in the battle against HIV. 
Across the world, 2.5 million people 
learned that they were living with 
HIV and nearly 6,500 of them are 
here- which means 20 each day- 
many of whom are under 25 years 
old. Two other national statistics are 
disturbing: 40,000 people are living 
with HIV and do not know it, and 
fifty percent of new cases are past 
the AIDS stage because they did 
not take an HIV test earlier.
France will finally catch up with 
others in the experience of using 
rapid tests at the request of com-
munity organizations because of 
Sidaction’s initiative. In fact, these 

tests have only just received the 
Minister of Health’s approval. Rapid 
tests make it possible to find out 
one’s HIV status in 15 minutes but 
a person still needs to wait three 
months after risky engaging in 
behavior in order to be 100% cer-
tain of the test’s accuracy. 

I would particularly like to draw 
attention to prevention which has 
decreased including inside the 
gay community. Remember this 
slogan from the 90s « AIDS won’t 
pass through me! » Today it’s 
important as ever to communicate 
a positive message where each of 
us can say « Prevention, it will pass 
through me! » We can push back 
AIDS- by telling everyone we know 
that using condoms is the only 
way to prevent AIDS. This is why 
Sidaction has decided to make 
prevention in the gay community 
a priority. Not because this com-
munity isn’t protecting itself but 
because the epidemic is still strong 
there. Educating each other now is 
most critical when national cam-
paigns are so faint as to be practi-
cally nonexistent. Should we once 
again remind each other that it is 
better to prevent than to cure? 

Other advances are encour-
aging. Our commitment in 2006 
to young researchers continued 
throughout 2007. It was a prom-
ising year on the medical front: 5 
new medicines became available 
in France and soon there will be 
the first single dose triple therapy 
that has to be taken only once a 
day. Research teams worked with 
groups in African countries to pro-
mote informed consent. The French 

prison administration signed a 
Charter of Quality to facilitate 
prisoners’ access to AIDS organi-
zations-a huge first. Discrimination 
in the workplace continues and 
Sidaction met with labor unions, 
and social security and unemploy-
ment representatives to discuss 
this. None of this should blind us to 
a less glorious reality: the position 
that people living with HIV have 
in our society. For example in all 
of our government bodies, there 
are no longer any point people or 
spokespersons specifically repre-
senting AIDS. How do we go about 
accepting this indifference that is 
linked to stigma? What can we to 
help attitudes progress as quickly 
as medicines? Sidaction lobbies 
and supports organisms that do 
not receive State funding. Let’s 
not forget that it is the virus we are 
fighting against, not people!

In the name of our partner organi-
zations, researchers, employees 
and volunteers I salute the memory 
of all who died of AIDS in 2007, 
those with whom we have worked, 
organized and lived and struggled 
whose lives depend upon us all. A 
political struggle of solidarity over 
the long haul that will heal the 
wounds.”

A word from the Vice-President

Sidaction 2007’s theme of solidarity 
is at the heart of my fight, ever 
since I became involved in this 
cause right at the beginning of the 
epidemic.
I got involved in the fight against 
AIDS in 1984 in the US, after wit-
nessing American artists organ-
izing around my friend Liz Taylor. 
Since then, shaken by the discrimi-
nation that people living with HIV 
face, I have stayed in the struggle 
without ever stopping with the 
help of my friends in the theatre 
community.  
 
In 1994, our large national TV sta-
tions came together and joined 
us to create the first Sidaction. 
This emotional moment made the 
French aware of the magnitude of 
this curse. Since then we have not 
stopped being involved and even 
in the more difficult moments I am 
happy that Sidaction succeeded 
in establishing an annual nation-
wide televised operation now in full 

swing since 2006. This provides us 
with the opportunity to simultane-
ously inform audiences about the 
epidemic, describe what organi-
zations are doing and share what-
ever is most hopeful in the area of 
research but also to raise almost 6 
million euros. 

From year to year, the chain of soli-
darity grows and in 2007 we hit a 
new record with:

• �16 media partners who devote 
all or a part of their program-
ming to testimonies, feature pro-
grams, and fundraising appeals 
throughout the Sidaction 
weekend to help roll back this 
pandemic. 

• �4,500 volunteers, who for more 
than a week answered phone 
calls (#110) to record donor 
commitments. They also volun-
teered for Sidaction throughout 
the year working at information 
stands and fundraising drives.  

• �Over 400 sensitivity training 
workshops, educational and 
fundraising efforts throughout 
France.

• �500 000 loyal contributors, 90 000 
new contributors making it pos-
sible for Sidaction to support 
research, organizations and 
people living with HIV. This repre-
sents 90% of our expenditures.

Numerous partners and compa-
nies helped us by providing finan-
cial, material or logistical support 
to do our work and carry out our 
fundraising activities.
From the bottom of my heart I 
thank you for your rigorous soli-
darity, which gives us the hope of 
a future without AIDS. It is together 
that we will win this fight!

Reimbursements to costs of administrators
In 2007, Sidaction assumed the costs of participation in the Board 
of Directors Meetings and General Assembly totaling 13 636 euros, 
twice the amount of the previous year. This amounts to travel 
costs. 

In kind donations 
To process funding applications from organizations or research 
laboratories, Sidaction asked doctors and heads of  organizations 
who volunteer their experience in the fight against AIDS to  help 
decide who gets funding. On December 31 2007, the medical 
and Scientific Committee in charge of reviewing proposals had 
26 members and the Quality of Life committee had 12 members. 
The Community Committee whose task was to review proposals 
involving care treatment and support of People Living with HIV in 
France had 18 members. The International Programs Committee 
who reviewed proposals dealing with  PAARV, Sidaction 
Community Projects and Ethics Projects had 12 members. The spe-
cific committee in charge of evaluating proposals for “Education 
in developing countries” had 11 members and the committee eva-
luating proposals in the context of the Growing Up program had 
6 members. 
Sidaction also called on volunteers, to help during the telethon 
“Sidaction”, answering the phone when TV viewers pledged dona-
tions as well as during activities organized during December 1 The 
personal and professional diversity of these volunteers makes it 
impossible to estimate the financial value of their in-kind contri-
bution. Three thousand five hundred volunteers answered 14 000 
hours of phones calls.

Information on the remuneration of the 3 highest 
executives in accordance with Article 20 of the

Les Sidaction’s 3 most senior executives are President, the Vice-
President and Treasurer. Sidaction does not remunerate these 3 
highest executives.

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Notes on Sidaction’s annual accounting 
of funds  raised

Rules and methods for preparing the CER
 
The order of 28 July 2005 provides that for fiscal years beginning on 
January 1 2006, the annual accounting of funds collected from the public 
(CER), together with its development is included n the annex of the annual 
accounts.
 
In the absence of accounting rules, the ERC has been prepared in accord-
ance with the existing texts, (decree of July 30 1993).

1- Note on resources

The total of resources is 26 192 779 euros. This amount consists of :
• �Funds rolled over from the previous year, or 7 721 597 euros
• �Resources from Fund Raising (bequests, donations, and other gifts from 

the public) in 2007 (16 825 536 euros),
• �public subsidies from Sidaction programs that receive co-funding 

(1 193 028 euros),
• �Refunds of amounts not spent on grants to programs during previous 

years (197 009 euros),
• �The amount of financial products from the year (255 609 euros).

1.1- Information on fundraising

During fiscal year 2007, fundraising operations enabled us to collect 
15 481 045 euros.
Direct marketing operations raised 9,454 million euros. These activities use 
the roster of donors from fundraising campaigns conducted from  1994 to 
2007, as well as addresses obtained by exchanging lists with other fund-
raising organizations raising 74.500 euros from the Mac Company.
Additionally “Sidaction TV” televised in partnership with all of the stations 
during March 23, 24 and 25 2007 enabled us to raise 5,952 million euros as 
opposed to 5,139 million euros raised in 2006. 

1.2 - Information on bequests and other gifts
 
Throughout 2007, we deposited 434  847 euros from 9 bequests (170  524 
euros), 4 Life Insurance plans (189 511 euros) and 3 donations (74  812 
euros). 

1.3 - Information on the activities of the Line Renaud 
Fund

The ‘Line Renaud Fund’ corresponds to a record allocation of resources col-
lected by Sidaction through the action of Madame Line Renaud. In 2007 
it totaled 148 584 euros, albums (sales and royalties amounting to 138 969 
euros), profits from fundraising events (9 615 euros).

1.4 - Information other activities

This line corresponds to products not included in Sidaction donations, from 
partners and fundraising activities as well as spontaneous donations such 
as: 
• �Fashion World Dinner: 450 744 euros
• �Regional Activities: 162 585 euros
• �Red Thread: 50 600 euros
• �Internet Sales: 6 806 euros
• �other partners and activities: 90 325 euros 

1.5 – Information on financial products

Financial products (255 609 e) relating to capital gains by short term cash 
investments made by the organization’s treasurer.
The financial investment of funds raised from the public is effectuated by 
Sicav and Fonds communs investment banking department.

2- Note on jobs

For reasons of clarity costs are allocated according to the income to which 
they are related. The distinction between direct costs and indirect costs in 
maintained in accordance with the provisions of the Decrees of July 30 
1993. The total of the year’s employment (17.480.150 euros) is indicated.
As for fiscal year 2006, overhead costs were linked to activities performed. 
These were broken down according to the square footage of the admin-
istrative offices used by the staff conducting these activities. Costs associ-
ated with wages were included. Indirect costs connected to salaries were 
allocated directly to the activities that these staff conducted. So indirect 
costs include a part of overhead and salary costs of the personnel per-
forming the activities. 

2.1- Information direct costs of fundraising appeals 

The year2007 was marked by a televised Sidaction. This operation which 
raised 5,952 millions euros, cost 1,338 million  euros. Increase in costs as 
compared to 2006 is 0,996 million euros. In fact we assigned 1,950 million 
euros and 1,057 million euros to the costs of direct marketing operations 
done at the same time as Sidaction TV with each referring to each other in 
order to improve communication.
Direct costs of fundraising is 4 334 103 euros. It can be broken down in, more 
than 1 337 835 euros in organization costs of the televised Sidaction by:
• �fundraising costs (1 976 805 euros) conception, printing and mailing 

street canvassing
• �costs of processing donations, including donations linked to televised 

“Sidaction” (588 090 euros) ;
• �costs of issuing and submitting tax receipts (269 050 euros)   
• �costs of account to donors and partners of the organization and “media 

relations” costs (162 323 euros).

Direct costs linked to other fundraising appeals amount to 159 016 euros of which 
130 310 euros are for organizing the Fashion World Dinner in January 2007.

2.2- Information on overhead costs

The total of overhead and administration costs is 826 226 euros.
In accordance with the decree of July 30 1993, the indirect costs of gen-
eral public fundraising appeals and the processing of bequests must be 
added together for a total of 676 836 euros. By doing this, the total over-
head comes to 1 503 062 euros.

2.3- Information on depreciation

Depreciation consists of depreciation over the course of the year (74 110 
euros).

2.4- Information on allocations to Social Missions

Allocations on education, prevention activities, activities benefiting 
PLWHAs, research and improving the quality of life amounts to 10.216.832 
euros. Of this:
• �1 193 028 euros came from public funds entrusted to the organization 

to manage for co-sponsoring projects of assistance to PLWHAs and 
research and our own projects. These allocations include that Sidaction 
received in 2007 ;

• �939 304 euros for the costs of education and monitoring education and 
training projects in organizations involved in the fight against AIDS in 
France and in developing countries;

• �1 690 219 euros for costs of activities in the fight against AIDS conducted 
by the organizations broken down as follows: 

	 - �272.020 euros for conducting missions activities in PLWHA organizations 
in the “French Departments of America”, “Prisons”, “Employment” and 
“Prevention in the  Gay Community”;

	 - �152.281 euros for costs of events organized by Sidaction alone or in con-
junction with other organizations. The point that these events have in 
common is that they bring together people involved in the fight against 
HIV/AIDS and include in 2007, Aids Impact conference in Marseille.

	 - �237.795 euros for publication costs, “Transversal” guides published by 
Sidaction. These costs are taken out in equal parts of funds dedicated 
to research and helping PLWHAs;

	 - �169 312 euros for Cartography - HIV and prevention program in schools 
called “For Life” ;
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	 - �494 668 euros for anti-AIDS programs in the context of the program 
called Developing Countries (Hard to Reach, Paris Sida Sud, Sidaction 
Communities, Education in Developing Countries, Growing Up and 
Ethics in Research); Added to these costs are those associated with 
activities of information sharing with developing countries; 

	 - �126 833 euros for expenditures on the program “community organizing 
in COREVIH”.

	 - �3 676 euros for expenditures incurred for the Art Installation “Site of 
Knowledge and Memory of AIDS (Artère)”

Costs related to salaries and benefits of employees in charge of the imple-
mentation of these programs are included in these costs and amounts to 
1 048 751 euros;
• �147 783 euros for indirect costs of activities in the fight against AIDS con-

ducted by the organization (share of overhead) ;
• �8 632 554 euros for the payment of grants and scholarships.

2.5- Information unspent committed resources 

Commitments to support organizations’ informational, prevention, care 
and support to people living with HIV programs, as well as research and 
improvement of the quality of life and care that remain to be paid amount 
to 6 114 975 euros. 
For informational, prevention, care and support of People Living with HIV,  
on the sidelines of its own programs, Sidaction committed, in 2007, 4,946 
million euros in grants to organizations which are added to the 1,937 million 
euros worth of grants committed over the previous years that were also 
unpaid as of December 31 2006.
	 Of these amounts Sidaction paid 5,091 million euros from the funds it 
raised.
The balance of commitments in the course of being paid as of December  
31 2007, taking into account activities regarding previous commitments 
(105 920 e), balances and refunds to be deducted (862 e), comes to a 
total of 1,688 million euros.

For scientific and medical research programs and improving the quality 
of life and care of PLWHAs, on the sidelines of its own programs, Sidaction 
committed, 4,457 million euros in grants and research subsidies in 2007 
in addition to 5,023 million euros committed but not yet disbursed as of 
December 31 2006. 
Of these amounts, Sidaction paid 3,542 out of funds raised.
The balance of commitments in the course of being paid as of December 
31 2007, taking into account the occasions of previous commitments 
(1 193 804 e), balances and refunds to deduct (316 746 e),  stood at 4,427 
million euros. 

3- Nature and quantity of in-kind resources

In 2007, Sidaction did not benefit from any in-kind donation.
