They provide 90% of our resources, so without
them nothing would be possible.

Sidaction will surely be able to intensify its
efforts, multiply its funding for research and local
associations, and make real progress toward a
cure.

A word from the Director-
General

Supporting and mobilising militants in the
fight against AIDS…

“The year 2006 was a turning point in the history of
Sidaction.  For the first time, the association was able to
increase all of its financial envelopes: associations,
research and international work.   That means a funding
and budget level unequalled since 1996.  Better still, this
is the result not of one big media blitz but of several
years' work and a basic upward trend.  The improve-
ment is likely to continue in the medium term and, we
hope, well beyond that.  Such a development will mean
above all for Sidaction the hope of being able to boost
its financial aid, along with its technical and political
support, to associations and research organisations. 

In the area of financing, there was another big advance
in 2006. Sidaction underwent a reorganisation in order
to free up grant money for associations earlier in the
year. The associations, especially those of a local nature,
face growing difficulties. While needs are increasing, the
already meagre subsidies are arriving later and later.
Lacking a solid financial foundation, the associations
have had to deal with these funding delays by juggling
credit loans.  Further, the decentralization movement in
France has complicated the disbursement process, and
associations are finding it increasingly difficult to make
their way through the public-subsidy maze.   Sidaction
makes life easier for them by trying to fill in the gaps
before anticipated funds arrive, and also by offering
political and administrative assistance, so that the
associations can get on with their important work
without fear of drying up and leaving people with
HIV/AIDS by the wayside.”

Respect for people with HIV/AIDS and
respect for donors are at the heart of
Sidaction's philosophy

Since its creation, Sidaction has functioned according to
clear and efficient operating rules, and has made every
effort to establish procedures guaranteeing that those
rules are followed.  Approved by the Council of State and
the Court of Accounts, these operating rules are always
in effect.

Sidaction's board of directors comprises 16 volunteer
members who have long been involved in the battle
against AIDS and who come from associations, the scien-
tific community and other areas of expertise related to
our work.  This board has the sole power to accept or
refuse funding.   Its decisions are based on recommenda-
tions from Sidaction's committees:

- The Scientific and Medical Committee, charged with
reviewing applications for research grants and funding, is
composed of clinicians, physicians, people engaged in
basic and social research, and, in order to include the
viewpoint of people with HIV/AIDS, two volunteer repre-
sentatives from associations.   
Sidaction issues its annual call for proposals in three
sessions, enabling researchers to present their projects
throughout the year and to receive a response within four
months. 
The call for proposals is open to research projects in
France, or in the developing world in collaboration with a
French structure. 
Sidaction funds basic and clinical research projects in all
fields : virology, immunology, treatment, preventive and
therapeutic vaccines, human and social sciences, epide-
miology and public health. 
A four-member standing commission reviews incoming
projects and sends each one that is appropriate to two or
three committee members. After detailed study, these
experts present the projects to the full Scientific and
Medical Committee. Each request is discussed as to the
priority of the criteria, the scientific relevance, the feasi-
bility of financing and the candidate profile. After a
majority vote, the committee issues an opinion on the
financing of the projects.  Any expert with a conflict of
interest regarding a project is excluded from the discus-
sion and vote. 
It is up to the Board of Directors of Sidaction to ratify the
committee's recommendations.
Each year the Scientific and Medical Committee reviews
the call for proposals and proposes possible changes to
the Board of Directors.  This annual update is a means of
responding to high-priority needs as they appear at the
grassroots level.

- The Associative Committee examines financing
requests from French AIDS organisations.  It is
composed of volunteer health and social-work profes-
sionals working in the area of prevention and assistance
to people with HIV/AIDS.
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- The International Committee and the “Training for
Developing Countries” and “Growing up” Committees
comprise members of associations in developing
countries as well as volunteer French experts engaged
in the fight against AIDS in those countries. 

Each year Sidaction's accounts are certified by
independent certified public accountants. 

Every organisation supported by Sidaction
must submit an annual report including a statement of
accounts as a means of justifying their use of allotted
funds.  These reports are reviewed by Sidaction staff to
assure the proper utilisation of funds. 

Sidaction also requires an annual audit by an
independent auditing firm for on-site evaluations of
approximately twenty associations and research struc-
tures. 

Finally, true to its rule of transparency,
Sidaction publishes an annual report of its accounts and
activities, which is available to all.

Doctor Arnaud MARTY-LAVAUZELLE passed away
in February 2007.

Unfortunately, he had neither the time nor the strength to be with us to the end of these
projects, or to see the fulfilment of all that he wished for in the fight against AIDS, and
especially on behalf of the ill. 
Those of us who knew him well remember a demanding personality who thrived on contradiction and who
defended his convictions tooth and nail.  A man of passion, filled with humour and humanity.  Arnaud never failed
to answer the call to defend the neediest, to battle institutional sluggishness ; he was always there to help us do
the impossible.
We will miss Arnaud. We already miss him personally as well as in the fight against AIDS.  Just as we miss all of
those who, despite the treatments available in France today, AIDS continues, day by day, to vanquish.

The first of
these manuals was publi-
shed in July as part of the
3rd National Convention of
Participants in the Fight
against AIDS at City Hall in
Paris.  These thematic
publications are designed
to help those involved in the
AIDS battle in their day-to-
day work.  Each manual
includes a summary of
current issues in the form of
articles and interviews, and
a practical section contai-
ning a glossary, biblio-
graphy, contact list and
other useful information.

Transversal, published by Sidaction since 2001, is issued every two months.
The editorial committee is made up of specialists and professional journa-
lists.  The range of topics covered by the magazine (medical, research,
legal, social, psychological) makes it a comprehensive and accessible tool
for people engaged in the AIDS battle.  The average printing of 10 000
copies is a real mark of success and outreach to a growing readership. 

The magazine is distributed among individuals, health facilities that offer it
to the public (hospitals, testing centres, doctors' offices), and professionals
such as researchers, public officials and social workers.  
Transversal is a successful part of Sidaction's effort to give people involved
in the fight against AIDS the tools and information they need to do their jobs.
